Criticism, humour and
innovation are then used to analyse and
partly re-configure them; such as outsourc-
ing the production of a written constitution
for the UK to China (Mr Democracy, 2008),
or using the price of an African financial in-
dex to control everyday objects in a western
city in real-time (Bringing the Market Home,
2009). Oliver Walker studied Fine Art
BA(Hons) in Bristol, 2004, and Art in Context
MA at the UdK Berlin (Berlin University of
the Arts), 2009. He is based in Berlin and Liv-
